
In the period ending December 31, 2003, ETA programs served nearly 12.9 million 
people.  ETA’s targeted programs provided more comprehensive services to over 1.76 
million people out of the 12.9 million served.  The National Farmworker Jobs Program 
(NFJP) is one of ETA’s targeted programs serving Migrant and Seasonal Farmworkers.  
The National Farmworker Jobs Program was reported at serving 20, 988 people from the 
quarter ending December 31, 2003.  
 
For Program Year (PY) 2003 appropriations level was $72, 213, 541.   
 
The Government Performance and Results Act of 1993 (GPRA) goals for the NFJP were 
as follows:

Entered employment rate   64% 82% 
Employment retention rate   75%           81% 
Earnings gain in six months   $2,965        $4,489 
 
As you can see the first six month of the Program Year the National Farmworker Jobs 
Program exceeded these three GPRA. 
 
Summary of Results 
The data displayed below show that the NFJP participants received an average six-month 
earnings increase of $4,489 for the quarter ending December 31, 2003, a $1,205 increase 
over the same period in 2002.  The NFJP also recorded an 18-percentage point increase in 
the retention rate, and a one-percentage point increase in the entered employment rate.
