PY 2005 Data Validation

· States will be required to validate PY 2005 reports.  ETA is in the process of updating the Data Validation software to reflect changes to the elements for all three programs under common measures.

· A revised list of elements and required source documentation will be issued later this year. However, states should continue to use the current list of elements and source documents (found in TEGL 3-03, Changes 1 and 3, Attachment A) as a foundation for creating state policies for local areas.  States should continue to emphasize the importance of proper data collection, reporting and documentation.  

· An initial release of the WIA and WP data validation software is planned for release in Mid-October 2005 to allow states to use the software to generate quarterly reports.
