• Registered nurses are the largest occupation within the health care industry with an 
average wage of $55,869 or $26.86 per hour. 

 
• All of the top fifteen largest health care occupations are projected to gain jobs during the 

next eight years. Home health aides are projected to grow the fastest of the top fifteen. 
 
• Average hourly wage ranges from a high of $76.93 for family and general practitioners to 

a low of $9.60 for home health aides. 
 

• The highest paying occupation in the health care industry is family and general 
practitioners ($76.93 per hour). 

 
• Higher wages are found in occupations with greater training requirements. 
 
• Of the largest occupations within the health care industry, the majority require 

postsecondary vocational skills. Only three of the largest occupations require only a high 
school diploma.  The rest require a postsecondary, associate, masters or higher. 
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
