Page 133  Mr. Evans noted, in section C, the anticipated dates for Oral Presentations, are tentatively scheduled for January 5th through January 13th, 2004.  Potential Bidders will be notified of their specific date.
 
Discussions:

Question ~ Mr. Douglas asked for clarification of the questions submitted, by letter, on September 9, 2003.   Specifically referring to page 12 list vocational offerings; was the lack of an NTC designation for carpentry on pages 12 and 81 an omission, or is it expected that the operator will be responsible for running the carpentry program?

Answer ~ Mr. Evans response:  It was an oversight during the preparation of the RFP and will be added to the carpentry program, indicating a program offered by National Training Contractors.

 

Question ~ Mr. Douglas asked for clarification of the questions submitted, by letter, on September 9, 2003.   Specifically referring to page 134, item 2c; he stated that the RFP limited attendees to the Oral Presentation to no more than 5 personnel.  His question continued, “some regions do not count the person operating the power point program as one of the 5 persons on the presentation team, and some regions do.  Which will be the case for this procurement?”
Answer ~ Mr. Evans response: There will be only 5 people total, inclusive of the projector operator.

 

Question ~ Mr. Douglas asked Mr. Evans if the region would respond to a written request submitted on Sept. 11, 2003.  Specifically, “Will the DOL accept an alternate proposal for expansion of the Burdick design capacity by establishing one or more satellite non-resideential Centers in the State, in conjunction with Native American Tribes”?

Answer ~ Mr. Evans replied, that the Region would not entertain the request at this time as it would significantly change the nature of the RFP, however, the region will entertain a written question of this nature, after award of the contract, from whom ever might be awarded the contract.
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Question ~ Ms. Magee asked Mr. Evans when a copy of the oral presentation video tape would be available.

Answer ~ Mr. Evans replied, approximately ten (10) days after the oral presentations have concluded.
