Coordinates the Boston regional Job Corps program with other agencies within DOL and other federal/state
organizations.

Plans and directs activities to meet the Regional program requirements, which includes evaluation and analysis of
comprehensive assessments of contracted operations of centers and support service functions.

Interprets and implements National Job Corps policy and makes contributions to the development of national
policy. Serves as expert on rules and regulations of the youth component of the Workforce Investment Act.

Assists Regional Director as Contracting Officer overseeing regional procurement function for contracting of
operations and administration of numerous Job Corps centers as well as outreach and career transition functions.
Develops requests for proposals, evaluates proposals and recommends selection of the successful offeror.
