Modernization Incentive payment pursuant to Section 2003(a) of Public Law 111-5. This
represents 1/3 of the Unemployment Insurance Modernization funds available under Public
Law ]11-5,

On April 21, 2009, Oregon’s Governor Ted Kulongoski signed Senate Bill 462 into law to
allow unemployment claims based on alternate base years. Under the bill, claimants who
don’t qualify for benefits using the first four of the last five completed quarters may qualify
by using the four most recently completed quarters.

[ certify that Senate Bill 462 permanently amends Oregon law and not subject to
discontinuation other than repeal by a future legislature. The bill creates new law which
becomes effective July 1, 2009 and will apply to claims effective on or after that date. A
copy of Senate Bill 462 is attached to support this application.

I further certify that this application is submitted in good faith with the intention of providing
benefits to unemployed workers who meet the eligibility provisions on which it is based.

The State of Oregon intends to use the incentive funds granted for the payment of
unemployment compensation and administrative costs as authorized by federal law. We also
intend to submit a separate application for the two-thirds incentive payment in the near
future.
