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SUBJECT:  Webinars for Improving Demand-Driven Services and Performance - Toolkit for
Effective Front-line Services to Youth

1. Purpose: To announce a series of three webinars intended to build on the Shared Youth
Vision (SYV) Regional Dialogue Meeting that took place in June of this year. These
webinars support the implementation of the Federal Shared Youth Vision Initiative at
regional, state, and local levels.

#1. Shared Youth Vision Self Assessment Tools - October 23, 2007

This webinar will present an assessment tool and indicators for use by states and local
collaboratives to set goals and track SYV implementation accomplishments.

#2. Collaborative Approach to Serving the Neediest Youth - November 13, 2007

This webinar will highlight positive practices for how to engage a wide range of federal, state,
and local partners to serve the neediest youth. Positive implementation experiences from both
the SYV pilot and non-pilot states will be described.

#3. Resource and Gap Mapping - December 11, 2007

This webinar will provide an overview of the most commonly used resource/ asset/ and gap
mapping methods, including applications to help state and local collaboratives that are just
getting started.

2. Presenters: Presenters will include staff from Social Policy Research, Public Private
Ventures, ETA’s National and Regional Offices, and SYV state and local collaboratives.

3. Background: In 2003 the White House Task Force Report on Disadvantaged Youth noted
that despite billions of public and private dollars spent on services to youth, many of the
neediest youth are still being left behind. The Report cited a lack of communication and
coordination among federal agencies serving youth. In response to the Report, the U.S.
Departments of Agriculture, Education, Justice, Health and Human Services, Housing and
Urban Development, Labor, Transportation; the U. S. Social Security Administration and the
Corporation for National and Community Service formed the Federal Shared Youth Vision
Partnership with a focus on serving the neediest youth.

The Federal Shared Youth Vision (SYV) Initiative calls upon the youth service system at all
levels to work collaboratively in designing and coordinating programs focused on providing
efficient services to the neediest youth. States and local areas play a critical role in the
outcomes of youth served through their programs.
