Manufacturing Collaborative initiated the apprenticeability request for these occupations.

The Bio Manufacturing Technician (Upstream) and (Downstream) occupations are the
basic apprenticeship positions for performing in this new and emerging industry. The
primary objectives of these occupations are:

(1) Assist in manufacturing operations of specific products-related in cell
culture/fermentation;

(2) Operate and maintains production equipment as it relates to cell
culture/fermentation;

(3) Assist with manufacturing in production-scale protein purifications and
manufacturing of final products;

(4) Weigh, measure and check raw materials; and
(5) Maintain computerized records to comply with regulatory requirements.
