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The International Brotherhood of Boilermakers, Iron Shipbuilders, Blacksmiths, Forgers and Helpers and Employers in the Field Erection and Repair Industry, and The Boilermakers National Joint Apprenticeship Board hereby officially adopt these National Guidelines for Apprenticeship Standards on this 31st day of October, 2007.
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
